Green Team News 
Welcome to Week 6 of Term 3. As consumers, we are faced with ever growing pressure to 

be aware of the environment when buying our groceries. Our supermarkets now have 

special aisles where you can buy food that is grown according to organic or biodynamic 

principles. However, what is the difference between regular farming, organic farming and 

biodynamic farming? 

 

Organic Farming 
Organic Farming is agricultural production without the use of synthetic chemicals or 

genetically modified organisms. Soil is central to this system of farming with soil health 

critical in producing wholesome products without the use of artificial fertilisers and 

pesticides. Animal welfare is also important to organic farming, with only free-range 

animals allowed. The use of cages is not permitted in Australian organic standards. Organic 

farming emphasises a holistic farm management approach, where rotations and ruminant 

animals play an integral role to the system. 

 

Bio-dynamic Farming 

Bio-dynamic farming refers to a specific type of organic farming based on the principles of 

Austrian philosopher Rudolf Steiner. Special composts, specific preparations and plant 

activators are used in accordance with those principles. 

Organic and Biodynamic farmers rely on building healthy, fertile soil and a naturally 

balanced eco-system.  

When organic food is labelled organic in conversion it means that the farm is following the 

strict guidelines and standards imposed on certified organic farms, however the farm and 

the farming practices have only been monitored by the certifying organic body for 1 or 2 

years. It takes at minimum of 3 years of monitored practice of organic farming techniques 

for a farm to be approved as a certified organic producer. In the first year of monitoring, 

the farm must sell their crop as conventional food, in the second or third year if the farm 

has meet strict organic standards and has achieved satisfactory soil quality and ecosystem 

balance they may be granted the status of organic in conversion.

INDIVIDUALISED SUPPORT PACKAGES (ISP) 

 A couple of weeks ago the Yooralla – respite service co-ordination team ran an information 

session giving a breakdown of what the packages are for and how to apply for an 

individualized package. 

  

ISP‟s are funding packages available for people with disabilities in all areas of Victoria. The 

packages are designed to cover ongoing needs that are not currently met such as assisting 

the person to meet goals, continue living in the home, respite (in home/out of home). It does 

not cover on-off costs such as equipment. 

  

You do not have to apply for an ISP, the packages are only to cover needs that cannot be met 

by current services and funding. 

  

The first step is your child needs to meet the Target group assessment or eligibility, 

which you can apply for from your local DHS office (see below for contact details). At 

the end of this process you will receive a letter to confirm your child‟s disability. You can 

use this letter for other services and you may have this already. 

  

You need to know what services you need eg facility based respite, day programs, 

recreational respite, etc.  There may already be services available to meet your needs 

that you are unaware of. 

If you need help with this stage you can contact either Yooralla Respite service 

coordination (East 03 9831 5600) or Carer links North (North 9495 2500/1800 059 059).   

These services maybe able to link you into other non respite services you may need. 

  

If your needs cannot be met elsewhere you can then apply for an ISP by completing the 

DSR. A worker from Yooralla respite coordination or Carer Links North should be able to 

help you with this.  If not they will be able to refer you to the right person. 

  

After applying for an ISP you will receive a letter to confirm that your application has 

been approved for the waiting list, this does not approve the funding.  Your child‟s name 

will then be placed on a waiting list, and depending on the needs, could be approved within 

a number of months to years. It is essential to update you application if the current needs 

change.
